Background
· 1-2 sentences that discuss your problem(s) and why the audience should care: incidence, prevalence, associated negative outcomes
· 1-2 sentence about what is known about the current problem: current literature, current assessment of the environment
· 1 sentence that clarifies that gap that your work will fill: What is the need based on what is known about the problem?
· Add purpose or aim(s) statement at the end of the section: What is the intent or goal of your project?
Methods
· 1 sentence that describes your project type: Quality improvement, program evaluation, research (e.g., qualitative, quasi-experimental)
· 1 sentence that describes your population and setting: De-identified location of the work and your population of focus (e.g., nurses, patients hospitalized in critical care)
· 1 sentence to describe your intervention (change that was implemented) if applicable
· 1-2 sentences to describe your evaluation plan: How did you achieve the goal of your project? What were your outcomes? How did you measure your outcomes? What was your timeline?
Results
· 1 sentence to summarize responses: Who responded to the evaluation? How many? Add demographics if research
· 2-3 sentences that describe results: What happened to your outcome measures or what did you discover? Results should match outcomes described in methods section
**Clarify baseline/intervention/post-intervention timeframes when making comparisons
Conclusion/Implications
· 1-2 sentences with overall conclusion: What did you achieve as a result of your project? What does your project uniquely add to your practice setting or the literature? 
· 1 sentence about lessons learned/next steps: What will you do next based on what you found? 
· 1-2 sentences that describe implications: What should clinicians, researchers, and/or policy makers do based on your findings?
