

Environmental Cleaning Checklist



Select appropriate disinfectants for use in the perioperative setting that are prepared, handled, used, stored, and disposed according to manufacturers’ IFU. 


Remove and replace any damaged or worn equipment.


Clean high-touch objects and surfaces in a methodical pattern and do not return cleaning materials to the clean solution. Change reusable cleaning materials after each use.


Mop floors in semi-restricted and restricted areas with a damp/wet mop from cleanest to dirtiest.


Remove visible soil from surface and then apply disinfectant using a cloth or pour onto surface and use low-lint mop head or cloth.


Use standard precautions when cleaning to prevent coming in contact with blood, body fluids, and other potentially infectious materials.


Clean and disinfect reusable, noncritical, nonporous surfaces after each patient use and discard single-use items after each patient use.


Do not begin cleaning until the patient has left the OR.


Terminally clean ORs each day the rooms are being used.


Before the first case of the day, damp dust all horizontal surfaces with a clean, low-lint cloth moistened with an appropriate disinfectant.
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
